1. Horses must be presented with an approved National or FEl passport.

2. Allthe horses have to be micro-chipped.

3. The electronic heart rate monitor and display system shall be used to
determine the heart rate of horses as per set protocol.

4. At the Pre-ride Inspection please ensure that the horse s sufficiently
warmed up before inspection. Any horse which will not permit
examination or which is dangerous to the examiners shall be eliminated.

5. The Pre-Ride briefing will be at between 17:00-18:00pm.

6. Rider must wear hard type riding helmets with chin strap and shoes with

heels unless they use caged (boxed) or equestrian stirrups.

7. Whips, spurs, draw (running) reins/ French reins & long reigns are not

permitted. The horses head must have freedom of movement.

8. Each rider/horse is allowed a crew of 4 assistants only to assist in the
cooling area, rest area and the loops. The assisting crew must wear a
vest with the number same as on the rider and the horse. The right of the
crew to access these areas is lost upon removal of therider /horse from
the competition.

9. No vehicles will be allowed in any forestry area and near the track or
routes during the competition. Crew members and drivers please note
that any act amounting to obstruction/intimidation of a competition horse

or rider will be severally dealt with. Giving water or assistances from
inside a car is forbidden.

10. No crewing is allowed in the entrances or inside the vet gate. Crew is not
permitted to wait for the horse at the time window.

11.Only two persons are permitted with horse inside the gate any act of
deliberate delay in presenting the horse for examination will be severely
dealt with.

12. Pulse Re-Inspection requires a new Vet-In time. The exit of the horse
from the Vet Inspection area must be recorded at the “Way Out” window
before a new Vet-In time can be given.
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HORSE WELFARE POLICY

Emirates International Endurance Village (EIEV)
assures the implementation of horses’ welfare during
all its organized events, by doing the following:

. Providing horse care through qualified staff

and high-standard procedures in each event,
to ensure horse safety and fitness to compete.

. Assuring that any action of horse abuse by using doping

orillicit use of medication or using natural riding aids
or artificial aids will not be tolerated.

. Ensuring that horses are trained and compete

on suitable and safe conditions such as tracks
and groundsto reduce the factors that could
lead to injury.

. Ensuring that competitions do not take place

in extreme weather conditions that affect
the welfare or safety of the horses.

. Reaching excellence in horse stables management while

complying with the best practices such as comfort, safety,
hygiene, ventilation, high-quality food, and water
availability.

. Ensuring that during the transportation of horses to events

and races, they are fully protected from any danger
and provided with all means of care and supplies to protect
them against risks and provide them a safe environment.

. Ensuring that horses are treated with proper

veterinarian treatment at all times in cases such as (injury,

exhaustion, and retirement, among others) to assure horses’

welfare and preserve their well-being and safety.

. Providing continuous education at a high level

to all people involved or not in equestrianism
(veterinarians, riders, grooms) in all EIEV
platforms.
